AREA 4 HIGHLIGHTS *

Area 4 clubs are very diverse in nature from the size of the clubs to the communities they serve. Area
4 covers the mid-eastern region of Michigan - from the suburbs of Detroit (Southfield, Pontiac North
Oakland, Farmington-Novi) to the middle of the lower peninsula (Midland, Saginaw, Bay City). The Area
4 clubs serve a variety of communities such as urban areas (Flint I, Flint 11) to small towns (Milford,
Lapeer, Fenton).

Fund Raisers for the clubs in Area 4 include Theater Parties, Fashion Shows, Raffles and Home Tours
to name a few. Service projects include Scholarships for Adult Women, support for shelters for abused
women, and women’s health to name a few.

The Detroit Demolition had to look deep inside themselves to find the hearts of champions to get
their sweet revenge over the Atlanta Explosion in the Independent Women’s Football League (IWFL)
Championship Game Saturday, August 11. But they did find that extra something to pull out a hard-fought
17-7 victory over the previously unbeaten and defending IWFL champion Xplosion in the intense heat of
Atlanta. The Xplosion had upset the Demoltion in last year’s IWFL championship game, 21-13 in Long
Beach, CA in what was then considered a big upset.

Running back Kiana Dennis spoke at the Zonta Club of Southfield’s meeting in January, 2007,
concerned that the team would have to disband due to lack of sponsorships. Several teams that were in the
IWFL as of April 2007 were forced to forfeit their standings due to lack of funding. Those teams
eventually folded.

The Zonta Club of Southfield is proud to have sponsored the Detroit Demolition. Keeping them in
the league and cheering them on to the championship. Congratulations, ladies!

A Focus on Advocacy by Denise Quarles, Area 2 Director

An important revision to our mission statement was approved at the 2006 Zonta International (ZI) conference -
- “....advancing the status of women worldwide through service and advocacy”. Advocacy is defined by ZI as
the “expression of support for or opposition to a cause, argument or proposal. Advocacy may include influencing
laws, legislation or attitudes.” It was this focus on advocacy which prompted the Area Directors to make it the theme
of the area workshops this spring with the goal to spur clubs to action advocating for issues which will improve the
lives of women.
Participants were updated on the aftermath of the passage in Michigan of anti-affirmative action Proposal 2
which District 15 opposed via support of the efforts of One United. Local speakers from domestic violence programs
spoke about advocacy in general and in relation to domestic violence victims. These presentations were helpful for
Area workshop participants when they were divided into groups and asked to discuss advocacy strategies clubs can
use for issues related to Violence Against Women, Gender Equality, Education and Women’s Health. In this article |
will address a manifestation of violence against women — domestic abuse which was one of the issues discussed by
some groups. At the end of the article | will share some of the club strategies suggested by those groups.
There is a very long history of women throughout the world being battered by their male partners with abuse
sometimes being sanctioned socially and legally. Psychological and sexual abuse often times accompanies the
physical violence, and male partners commit 40-70% of homicides of women worldwide. Contrary to public
stereotype, the victims of domestic violence are represented in all races and classes. The most common victims in
Canada and the U. S. are young women between the ages of 16 and 24. Until recent decades, domestic violence was
generally not openly discussed. However, as women realized improvements in their status, laws have changed along
with public attitude. Laws in all U.S. states now designate domestic violence as a crime, and in most states police
officers can arrest suspected abusers without the victim filing charges. In Canada abusers are subject to a range of
criminal charges, and since the 1980's there have been mandatory criminal charging policies when there is probable
reason to believe domestic violence has occurred.
In the U.S. the modern domestic violence movement began in earnest in the 1970's as women began talking to
each other about their abuse. As awareness of the problem increased, individuals began providing shelter in their
homes for battered women and their children. Formal shelters were established as the need became more apparent.
Through persistence, advocates were able to effect legal changes in the 1980's resulting in such things as harsher
sentences for abusers, civil and criminal protection order laws, etc. Beginning in the latter part of that decade funding
by government and foundations provided for research and the identification of intervention programs. The National
Coalition Against Domestic Violence initiated a “Day of Unity” in October 1981 for advocates nationally who were
working to end violence against women and their children. Domestic Violence Awareness Month evolved from this
activity and was first observed in October 1987. In that same year the first national domestic violence toll-free hotline
was established. In 1994 the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) was the first federal legislation to acknowledge
domestic violence and sexual assaults as crimes and resources were provided for community based strategies to
address the problem. The VAWA was reauthorized in 2000 creating a legal assistance program for victims and
expanding the definition of crime to include dating violence and stalking. A reauthorization occurred again in 2006
supporting existing programs and creating new ones. Today there are domestic violence coalitions in every state.
Suggested Advocacy Options for Clubs Regarding Domestic Violence
¢ Become educated and stay updated on the issue by contacting domestic violence programs or coalitions for
speakers

o Determine from local programs what advocacy efforts are needed in that area

e Develop a plan of focus

¢ Work with local shelters and/or coalitions to educate the public about the issue through the publication of
literature and sponsoring seminars

e Sponsor dating violence prevention programs for boys and girls by partnering with schools to provide films,
literature and lectures.

¢ Provide financial support to local domestic violence programs
