Erin Farbar, Aerospace Engineering, University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, Michigan

Erin is developing computer simulation methods for analyzi
such as those returning from the Moon or from Mars. Understanding the plasma formation and associated aero thermal

environment associated with these re-entries is crucial for the design of future space vehicles. The types of flow

conditions encountered are difficult to reproduce experimentally and it is necessary to develop accurate and robust

modeling tools. Ms Farbar is a member of the Society of Women Engineers and is involved in recruiting students into

engineering fields of study. She also participates in marathons and plays the piano.

Anoosheh Niavarani, Mechanical Engineering and Fluid Mechanics, MSU, East Lansing, Michigan

Anoosheh will use her Fellowship to research flow behavior in Micro-fluid devices for aerospace application. Her goal is
to understand the specification of the boundary condition of the flow at the solid/liquid interface. She implemented

molecular dynamics simulation for flow prediction in aeronautical devices such as micro-valves and micro-pumps in
propulsion systems. Part of her work is to study the effects of surface roughness, shear rate and pressure on slip
boundary conditions. This allows the frictional losses to be reduced while minimizing the device size and input power,
which is an ultimate goal for aerospace application. Anoosheh enjoys swimming, playing the piano, reading and growing
her own vegetables. She also helped establish an association to tutor foster children at her University.

Ke Zhang, Mechanical Engineering, Michigan State University, East Lansing, Michigan

Ms. Zhangdés research is in the area of experi ment aopeniigsui d
are found beneath the surface of a flowing fluid, for example the wheel wells of aircraft. Her work is designed to
understand the flow physics and mechanisms driving the oscillations in a cavity flow and to investigate the crucial

parameters affecting these oscillations, and should lead to devising ways to minimize these effects. She especially enjoys

yoga as a balance to her academic life, as well as reunions with her family.

The Zonta International Amelia Earhart Fellowships were established in 1938 in honour of Amelia Earhart, famed pilot and
Zonta club member. The Fellowships are granted annually to women pursuing graduate Ph.D./doctoral degrees in
aerospace-related sciences and aerospace-related engineering. The Fellowship of US$10,000 may be used at any
university or college offering accredited post-graduate courses and degrees. Additional information about the winners and
program is available on the Zonta International website.

(Lyrics: James Oppenheim; Music: Martha Coleman or Caroline Kohlsaat)
The song... was inspired by one of the demonstrations which took place during the course of the
strike in 1908, when 15,000 women marched through New York City demanding shorter hours, better
pay and voting rights.

During a march through Lawrence, a group of women workers carried banners proclaiming "Bread
and Roses". This poetic presentation of the demands of women workers echoed throughout the
country.

James Oppenheim, many of whose poems reflect a working-class content and sympathy, picked up
the phrase and made it into a poem. Martha Coleman set the poem to music, and the song has
become a part of the singing tradition of the American working-class.

The song is more than an interesting piece of historic literature; it is a song for today, as topical now
as it was 99 years ago when it rang out for the complete emancipation of women, who still demand
"Give Us Bread -- And Give Us Roses!"

The Concern:
Since 2004, like many other North American districts, the District 15 membership has decreasedd
from 1260 to the current 1084 members. Of the 45 District clubs there are 22 with 20 or less
members.
Did you know that Zonta International (ZI) considers:
25 members as an optimal minimum number for a club in order to provide the opportunity for
a rotation of members in various leadership roles and assignment of committee activities
25(formerly 20) members minimum to charter a new club
6 members as a bare minimum to operate a club in order to function as a unit and to fill the
elective positions required by the International bylaws. If the number of members stays below six
for a year, International can disband the club.

Potential Solutions:
We are all ambassadors of membership and thereby play a vital role attracting others to join our
journey advancing the status of women globally through service and advocacy.
: Each member should be prepared to givereeamd, el
bookmark or other descriptive club items to individuals encountered who have not heard about Zonta.
We can all provide contact information about potential members we meet/hear/read about to
our own or other clubs which serve the communities in which the person lives or works
Clubs should have annual recruitment events and be prepared to recruit new members at
other club events. .
Clubs can contact a District OMC Committee member (Lt. Governor and Area Directors)
when conducting club revitalization or other recruitment efforts. The Committee will then
notify all District clubs so that individuals can inform your club of contact information of potential
members who live or work in the communities served by your club.
